1. Zaza Draft account
1. Notion account
1. Admin access to the Notion workspace

Step-by-Step Setup
Step 1: Authorise Notion
1. Go to Settings → Integrations → Notion
1. Click Connect
1. Select the Workspace you want to connect
1. Important: Select the specific Pages/Databases Zaza Draft can access
Step 2: Map Databases (Optional)
1. Select a default database for “Lesson Plans”
1. Map fields (e.g., “Subject” tag, “Date” property)

	Issue
	Solution

	Database not found
	You must explicitly share the specific database with the integration

	Formatting lost
	Complex tables may simplify during export

	404 Error
	Re-connect if you changed the Notion page structure significantly
