* Exemplary (4): Calculates 127 + 42 = 3.02, explains that you can't have part of a bus, so 4 buses

are needed. Shows division clearly, checks by multiplying 4 x 42 = 168 and explains this covers all
127 students with 41 empty seats.

* Proficient (3): Calculates 127 + 42 = 3.02, rounds up to 4 buses. Shows division work and explains
reasoning clearly.

* Developing (2): Calculates 127 + 42 = 3.02, says "3 buses" without considering the remainder.

* Use student-friendly examples
® Build vocabulary gradually

® Include behavior/process criteria
Middle/High School (7-12):

® Include specific academic vocabulary
® Connect to standardized assessment criteria
¢ Include higher-order thinking skills

* Allow for self-selected criteria in some areas

Subject-Specific Adaptations
